CREDENTIAL REQUESTS
Press credentials are issued to members of the working media in the form of both season and game-
by-game passes. All working press – print, digital, radio and television – should submit requests at 
their earliest opportunity prior to game day. Requests can be submitted by emailing Steven McCartney 
(smccartney@fsu.edu). Credentials can be picked up in the Florida State Sports Information Office on 
the second floor of the Moore Athletic Center, or at the Will Call ticket window on the first base side of 
Dick Howser Stadium on game days only with advance notice.

PARKING
There is no designated media parking for Florida State baseball games. Parking is available in the 
university lots around Dick Howser Stadium on a first-come, first-serve basis. All media are encouraged 
to arrive as early as possible to avoid parking problems. Legally parked cars will not be ticketed on game 
days, beginning two hours prior to first pitch.

PHOTOGRAPHERS
In accordance with NCAA rules and regulations, all photographers and videographers are required 
to shoot from within the designated areas inside the playing field area. Only credential-holding 
photographers and videographers will be admitted to shoot in those designated areas. These areas 
are marked just inside the gates adjacent to the home and visitors’ dugouts. Photographers and 
videographers are asked not to obstruct the view of fans.

PLAYERS AND COACHES INTERVIEWS
All player and coach interviews must be arranged through Steven McCartney in the Sports Information 
office at 850.644.3920 (office) or 850.322.6711 (cell) or via email at smccartney@fsu.edu. Florida State 
coaches and players will be made available to the media at Dick Howser Stadium prior to practices on 
weekdays.

On game days, FSU coach Mike Martin, Jr. and requested players will be made available at the conclusion 
of each game, following a 10-minute cooling off period. Martin will meet with the media in the Tradition 
Room immediately after addressing the team. Requested FSU players will also be escorted to the 
Tradition Room by a member of the sports information staff after Martin’s interview is completed. 
All media interviews with players and coaches must be conducted at these times, unless previously 
arranged through the sports information office. Player contact information will not be shared and 
interviews outside the established parameters are prohibited.  Players are not to be contacted through 
the use of Twitter, Facebook and other social media avenues.

THE LEE BOWEN RADIO BOOTH
For 15 years, Lee Bowen served as the voice of the Florida State Seminoles.  From 
Marshall McDougall’s record-setting six home run game at Maryland to numerous 
NCAA postseason appearances, Lee Bowen was Seminole baseball.

Bowen called the action for over 1,000 Florida State baseball games over his 
15-year career, including 26 from the College World Series.  He was behind the 
microphone for more than 100 Seminole NCAA postseason games.

He was a one-man show on the road, calling the action from as far as away as 
Hawaii and California. At home, Bowen teamed with longtime partner Jim Crosby 
as the many fans sitting at Dick Howser Stadium would listen in as they watched 
the ballgames. Bowen traveled with the team to the College World Series in 
Omaha eight times, including the 1999 CWS in which Florida State defeated 
Stanford in extra innings to advance to the national championship game.

Over his last five years, Bowen was joined in the radio booth by his wife Adrienne. 
The two were married on June 27, 1999 and Adrienne would often accompany her 
husband on Seminole baseball road trips.

Bowen, who was instrumental in getting all Florida State baseball games on the 
radio, also served as the broadcast coordinator for football and men’s basketball 
on FSU’s radio network. He began his career as a statistician on the network after 
he came to Tallahassee from the Burlington Indians of the Appalachian League, 
where he called play-by-play for the rookie league team.

Center has seen them - the two very large, yet overcrowded trophy cases in the 
Seminole Productions area. That’s because each and every year, Florida State’s 
Seminole Productions is recognized for excellence.

ESPN 
executives visited the state of the art SP facility and were so impressed, that 
they set in motion the groundwork to form a strategic partnership with Seminole 
Productions. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Seminole Productions was the first ACC member to produce a spotlight live event 
for ESPN’s main linear channel when it produced the 2017 NCAA Women’s Softball 
Tallahassee Regional Championship Game and five other games that weekend.

Since then, Seminole Productions has produced over 50 Live Linear Events for 
ESPN and even the SEC Network. SP has also produced hundreds of ACC Network/

ESPN contracted Seminole Productions to produce live events 
and show programming for their sports networks including ACC Network Extra, 
ESPN3, ESPN2, and ESPNU. SP-produced Live Events for ESPN include Football Pro

Seminole Productions also provides all of the production elements and support 
for Seminole Vision, the in-game entertainment productions for all Florida State 
football, basketball and baseball home contests with more in-venue videoboards 
coming on-line soon. Creating the perfect blend of high-tech wizardry with 
outstanding Seminole sports action is a big part of what Seminole Productions is 
all about. Seminole Productions also provides visual communication support for 
the government and other agencies throughout the State of Florida.

Over the years, Seminole Productions has won over 350 national and international 
awards in a variety of production and graphics categories.

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MIKE MARTIN FIELD AT DICK HOWSER STADIUM
Located on the campus of Florida State University, Dick Howser Stadium has 

welcomed more than four million people since it was opened in 1983 and has 

provided fans with the feeling of having “the best seat in the house” to watch 

the finest in college baseball action. On April 2, 2005, Florida State University 

dedicated the field at Dick Howser Stadium to former head coach Mike Martin. 

Florida State’s skipper from 1980 through 2019, Martin spent the final 14 years 

of his career coaching on the field bearing his name, Mike Martin Field at Dick 

Howser Stadium.

Florida State’s players and coaches enjoy the convenience and luxury of a 

clubhouse and locker room currently located behind the first base dugout. The 

Griffin Family Clubhouse was moved to the first base side for the 2004 season as 

the construction process was completed. The locker room contains a personalized 

wooden locker for each player, a separate locker room for the Seminole coaches 

and trainers, and a video area where FSU players and coaches can watch film. 

Stadium capacity increased to 6,700 as additional seats were added during the 

two-year construction process.

The stadium also houses all of the baseball offices. The coaches’ offices overlook 

the stadium behind home plate.

Over the past three seasons, Florida State has installed a new video scoreboard, 

renovated the weight room and installed a new light system.

The video board was the second-largest in college baseball when it was put in 

place prior to the 2018 season and stands over 60 feet high and totals 1,981 

square feet. Nearly seven times larger than the previous board that had stood 

since 2004, the video screen was also upgraded and enhanced.

The weight room was renovated prior to the 2019 season and now covers over 

1,800 square feet of workout space and state-of-the-art equipment from Sorinex 

Exercise Equipment.

Before the 2020 season, Florida State installed a new Musco LED light system 

that meets the NCAA requirements for regular season and postseason play. 

The new lights, installed in January 2020, will include an in-game entertainment 

package that will allow the lights to be used for introductions, highlights and big 

plays. Additionally, the in-stadium experience will be modified to include multi-

colored lights for the grandstand. These upgrades were geared toward improving 

the student-athletes while also maintaining Dick Howser’s status was one of the 

nation’s best venues to watch college baseball. 

There are on-going efforts to keep Dick Howser Stadium one of the top facilities 

in college baseball. Truly a “player’s ballpark,” the stadium has had many upgrades 

since the $12 million renovation was completed. In 2005, an upgraded $50,000 

sound system was installed and an enhanced exterior brick façade as the outfield 

walls now match the exterior grandstand of the stadium. During the summer of 

2011, the field underwent a major face lift in which a new drainage system was 

put in place in the outfield. New sod was also laid in both the infield and outfield, 

while new clay was deposited in the infield to regulate moisture. The foul territory, 

from the edge of the outfield grass in front of the first base dugout all the way 

around to the third base dugout, was lined with turf.

Dick Howser Stadium, named after the late Kansas City Royals and Florida 

State manager who was also Florida State’s first-ever baseball All-American, is 

a showcase befitting one of the top collegiate teams in the nation. From the 

beautifully manicured playing surface to the chair back seats, Howser Stadium is 

one of the best places in the country to watch a college baseball game.

In 2014, Dick Howser Stadium was rated as one of the top 100 best stadium 

experiences across all sports in the United States and Canada and one of just 

eight college baseball stadiums to make the ranking.

Florida State annually ranks in the top 15 nationally in attendance. In 2008, 

Florida State set the single-season record for total home attendance (202,132) 

marking the first time in school history that more than 200,000 fans turned out 

for a single season. In 2014, the Seminoles’ average home attendance eclipsed 

5,000 for the first time in school history as FSU averaged 5,019 fans over 34 home 

games. The Seminole faithful helped reach a new landmark in 2009, when the 

39-game home slate brought 184,227 fans to the ballpark, pushing FSU’s all-time 

home attendance past three million, and in 2015, total attendance passed four 

million.

The top three crowds in Dick Howser Stadium history all came during one week 

of the 2008 season. FSU surpassed 6,000 fans three times in 2012, twice in 

2013, five more times in 2014 and twice in 2015. When you consider that the 

one-millionth fan walked through the gates of Dick Howser Stadium in 1994 – only 

its 12th season of operation – and three million more made the same trek over the 

next 22 years, there is little doubt that the Seminoles remain a top draw. Since 

the 1983 opening, FSU has averaged over 3,000 fans per game and more recently 

the Seminoles have averaged over 4,000 fans for 14 straight seasons.

The Seminole faithful set the standard for all others in the ACC as more than 

100,000 FSU fans have attended games at Dick Howser Stadium each of the last 

18 years. No ACC school has drawn as many fans in the new millennium.

Seminole fans are simply the best and most knowledgeable in college baseball. 

Although they live and die with their Seminoles, the FSU faithful are known 

nationwide for their sportsmanship and appreciation of good baseball — by both 

teams. Fans, along with the stadium and a professional game operation, are a 

large reason that Mike Martin Field at Dick Howser Stadium has been chosen as 

an NCAA Regional Tournament site 32 times in 36 years since its opening in 1983. 

Dick Howser Stadium has also served as host to 11 Super Regionals since the new 

postseason format was adopted in 1999.

The stadium was dedicated in honor of Dick Howser in March of 1988 prior to 

an exhibition game between Florida State and the Kansas City Royals, two of 

Howser’s former teams. As part of the stadium dedication, Kansas City all-stars 

George Brett and Bo Jackson helped unveil a new $150,000 matrix scoreboard 

and a bronze bust of Howser, which currently stands in Haggard Plaza near the 

first base entrance.

Mike Martin Field at Dick Howser Stadium has come a long way in the last two 

decades. Old Seminole Field was christened Seminole Stadium March 28, 1983, 

after a $1 million renovation was completed on the park. Wooden bleachers were 

replaced with a two-tier concrete grandstand seating 2,500. Modern concession 

areas, restrooms and a press box complete with separate booths for radio and 

television broadcasts were also added.

Prior to the 1986 season, a screen was added to the top of the right field wall, 

increasing in five-foot increments from 20 feet in the power alley to 30 feet in 

right field — giving a unique effect.

The playing field itself is also often compared to that of a major league park. 

The FSU grounds crew oversees the everyday upkeep of the playing surface and 

surroundings, spending hours on the field year-round. The dedication and hard 

work were rewarded in the fall of 2001, when Dick Howser Stadium was named 

the best collegiate baseball field in the country. Often taken for granted, the 

grounds crew gives Mike Martin Field at Dick Howser Stadium a playing field 

unsurpassed by any collegiate team in the nation.

The beautiful home of Florida State’s baseball Seminoles, from the Mike Loynd 

Tradition Room and the Griffin Family Clubhouse to the top-notch playing field 

and overall family atmosphere, is indeed a fitting tribute to one of FSU’s greatest 

alumni, Dick Howser.

Florida State played from 1948-1953 at Centennial Field in Downtown Tallahassee, 

the former site of Florida State football before Doak S. Campbell Stadium was 

built. On March 18, 1954, the baseball program played its first games on the 

current site of Dick Howser Stadium on campus.

 

Mike Loynd Tradition Room

The Mike Loynd Tradition Room, located underneath the first base stands, holds 

an attractive showcase which tells the story of the great players, award-winners 

and tremendous FSU teams of the past. Trophies and plaques depicting Florida 

State’s baseball success through the years adorn the walls. It also provides a 

comfortable lounge area adjacent to the FSU clubhouse.

Separate wall displays, attractively back-lit, are devoted to Florida State All-

Americans, former Seminoles in the pros and FSU’s 23 College World Series teams 

and 19 conference championships. Another wall is lined with FSU’s most recent 

tournament and conference championship trophies, as well as replicas of the 

Golden Spikes Awards of Mike Loynd, Mike Fuentes, J.D. Drew and Buster Posey.

The Mike Loynd Tradition Room, built thanks to the generous donation of former 

Florida State All-American Mike Loynd, serves as a showcase for the great 

tradition which is Florida State baseball.

The Griffin Family Clubhouse

Former Seminole first team All-American John-Ford Griffin grew up in a Garnet & 

Gold home. Both his father Bill and mother Carla attended FSU as well as his two 

sisters. So it seems appropriate one of the greatest Seminole baseball players, 

along with his entire family, have their names adorning the Seminole Clubhouse. 

Out of appreciation to the family for a generous gift when the school was 

renovating Dick Howser Stadium, FSU named one of the nation’s top locker rooms 

in honor of the family as Seminole players now prepare for games and practices 

in the Griffin Family Clubhouse.

The clubhouse is one of the most impressive in the nation with personalized 

wooden lockers, a big screen television, a state-of-the-art sound system and 

every comfort current and future Seminoles could ever ask for.

Longtime Florida State assistant coach Mike Martin, Jr. 
was named the ninth head baseball coach in FSU history 
on June 21, 2019. Florida State Director of Athletics David 
Coburn elevated Martin to the head role that his father held 
for 40 years before him. Martin became the first new head 
baseball coach the Seminoles hired since 1980.

“I have every confidence Mike Martin Jr. will carry on the 
winning tradition of Florida State University baseball,” FSU 
President John Thrasher said at the time. “For more than 
two decades as an assistant coach, he has shown he is a 
talented recruiter, passionate competitor and respected 
mentor to our student-athletes. While Mike Martin Jr. brings 
his own strengths and style of coaching to the program, his 
values, integrity and love for this university will carry on the 
proud legacy of his father.”

“I want to thank President John Thrasher and Athletic 
Director David Coburn for entrusting me with this special 
program,” said Martin. “I’m very honored and humbled to be 
able to lead Florida State. It’s been a privilege to serve at 
this great University for the past 22 years and I’m excited 
to extend FSU’s 70-year history of success moving forward.”

Martin spent all 22 years as an assistant coach at his 
alma mater, focusing on hitting and recruiting. The former 
All-American catcher for the Seminoles compiled eight 
straight Top 10 recruiting classes from 2011-2018, while 
his offenses have a combined .300 batting average since 
1998. Florida State made the postseason and won at least 
40 games every year under Martin, with eight College 
World Series appearances, 17 NCAA super regionals and six 
Atlantic Coast Conference titles.

“After serving under one of the all-time greats, we will 
combine much of what was learned from him with our new 
staff’s style and ideas in our pursuit of championships,” 
added Martin.

As an assistant, Martin coached 16 Major Leaguers, 16 
freshman All-Americans, 21 first team All-Americans and 
41 student-athletes who have earned first, second or third 
team All-America accolades. In all, 77 Seminoles have 
earned All-ACC honors and 65 hitters have been selected in 
the Major League Baseball draft during that stretch.

Martin coached four Seminole hitters that captured 
National Player of the Year honors - Shane Robinson, Tony 
Thomas, Buster Posey and James Ramsey.

Prior to joining Florida State’s staff, Martin was FSU’s 
starting catcher from 1993-95, leading FSU to the College 
World Series in 1994 and 1995. He was drafted out of 
college by San Diego in the ninth round in 1995. Before 
coming to Florida State, Martin played high school ball 
at the Maclay School in Tallahassee and at Manatee 
Community College in 1992.

“We are very excited to have Coach Martin leading our 
baseball program into the future,” said Coburn.  “His 
commitment to, passion for and experience with the 
Seminole program are second to none.

“His plan for the next era of Seminole baseball is 
impressive.  He knows what he wants to do and how he 
wants to do it.  After traveling with this team for the last 
three and a half weeks, I have come away very impressed 
with his relationships with the players, his attention to 
detail and his understanding of the great game of college 
baseball.”

Martin has two sons, Tyler and T.J.

Jimmy Belanger was named Florida State’s pitching coach 
in July 2019 and enters his first season with the Seminoles 
in 2020.

Belanger, from North Babylon, N.Y., spent the past three 
seasons at the University of Kentucky and has developed 
22 major league draft picks over the past seven seasons. 
In 2019, Kentucky starting pitcher Zack Thompson became 
the highest-drafted pitcher in Wildcat history and the 
highest overall Kentucky player since 1996 when he went 
19th overall to the St. Louis Cardinals. Thompson went 6-1 
with a 2.40 earned run average over 14 starts in 2019.

In 2017, the Wildcats set school records for strikeouts, 
innings pitched and lowest batting average against. Sean 
Hjelle was named the Southeastern Conference Pitcher 
of the Year in 2017 under Belanger, eventually getting 
drafted in the second round of the 2018 draft by the San 
Francisco Giants. Belanger’s 2017 staff also included a pair 
of All-Americans, one Freshman All-American, two first team 
All-SEC selections and four pitchers drafted in the first 11 
rounds of the MLB Draft.

Six more Wildcat pitchers were drafted following the 2018 
season.

Prior to his time at Kentucky, Belanger coached four 
seasons at Maryland (2013-16) and three years at 
Monmouth (2010-12). With the Terrapins, Belanger made 
two Super Regional appearances in 2014 and 2015, the only 
two Super Regional appearances in school history. In 2016, 
the Terrapin starting rotation of Mike Shawaryn, Taylor 
Bloom and Brian Shaffer combined for 20 wins, 11 complete 
games and 232 strikeouts against just 48 walks. Maryland 
finished ninth in the country that season with 2.59 walks 
per nine innings and was 17th in WHIP (1.22).

Shawaryn set Maryland records for career wins (30), 
innings pitched (307.1) and strikeouts (307) before being 
taken in the fifth round of the 2016 MLB Draft. As a 
sophomore in 2015, Shawaryn had the best pitching season 
in school history, finishing 13-2 with a 1.71 ERA while earning 
first team All-America recognition from the National 
Collegiate Baseball Writers Association, Perfect Game and 

Louisville Slugger. His 13 wins and 138 strikeouts led the 
Big Ten in 2015 and set Maryland single-season records. 
Shawaryn finished in the Top 20 nationally in wins (2nd), 
strikeouts (5th) and ERA (17th) before pitching that summer 
for the USA Baseball Collegiate National Team.

The 2015 Terrapins also set school records in strikeouts 
with 549 and wins with 42. During its final year in the 
Atlantic Coast Conference in 2014, Maryland had its first 
500-strikeout season as a staff and its first 40-win season. 
Jake Stinnett led the ACC with 132 strikeouts en route to 
All-ACC and All-Region honors.

In three years at Monmouth, Belanger worked with Pat 
Light, the Boston Red Sox’ first-round draft pick in 2012. In 
2011, Nick Meyers was the Northeast Conference Pitcher 
of the Year while teammate Andrew McGee was the NEC 
Relief Pitcher of the Year and a Louisville Slugger Freshman 
All-American.

Belanger played collegiately for two seasons at Cecil 
Community College in North East, N.Y., before transferring 
to Louisville from 2007-08. In 2007, Louisville reached the 
College World Series for the first time in school history. 
Belanger earned his degree from Louisville in 2009.

Belanger and his wife, Tiffany, have two children: son Sutton 
and daughter Sloane.

In July 2019, Mike Metcalf joined the inaugural staff of head 
coach Mike Martin, Jr., as an assistant coach and recruiting 
coordinator for the 2020 season.

Metcalf, from Sarasota, Fla., comes to Florida State after 11 
years in the San Francisco Giants organization - six as an 
area scout in Florida and the last five as a cross checker 
in the Southeast, encompassing Florida, Georgia, Alabama, 
Mississippi, Tennessee, South Carolina and Puerto Rico. 
The Giants won the 2010, 2012 and 2014 World Series’ while 
Metcalf was with the organization.

Metcalf was the area scout for a pair of Giants prospects 
that reached the major leagues - Christian Arroyo, San 
Francisco’s first-round pick in 2013, made his debut in 
2017; and Derek Law, the Giants ninth-round pick in 2011 
who made his MLB debut in 2016. As the area supervisor, 
Metcalf oversaw the drafting of Heliot Ramos in 2017 and 
Joey Bart in 2018, two of the top three prospects in the 
Giants organization.

Metcalf was also the cross checker for current Giants 
Andrew Suarez and Aramis Garcia.

Metcalf’s prior coaching experience came at various levels 
throughout the state of Florida. In 2008, Metcalf was an 
assistant coach with Florida Southern, a Division II team 
in Lakeland. The Mocs were 29-21 overall and 15-8 in the 
Sunshine State Conference.

In 2007, Metcalf was the hitting coach and recruiting 
coordinator for South Florida Community College. From 
2002-06, Metcalf was the head coach at Charlotte High 
School in Punta Gorda. Under Metcalf, five players were 
drafted from Charlotte. Matt LaPorta and Nate Spears both 
reached the Major Leagues and 28 players from Charlotte 
High went on to compete at the collegiate level.

Metcalf played at Manatee Community College in 1997 
before transferring to West Florida, where he earned his 
degree in special education in 2000.

Metcalf and his wife, Melissa, have two children: son Mark 
and daughter Megan.

Tyler Holt enters his second season as the Seminoles’ 
volunteer coach, back on the diamond where he was an 
All-American for Florida State from 2008-2010.

The Gainesville native was the Noles first base coach in 
2019, helping lead Florida State to the College World Series 
for the 23rd time in school history and 17th time under 
legendary head coach Mike Martin. Holt also worked with 
the Seminole outfielders and baserunners.

Holt, along with clubhouse manager Andrew DeGood, also 
help spearhead the Mike Martin, Jr. Baseball Camps.

A three-year letterwinner for the Seminoles (2008-10), Holt 
hit .359 with 59 doubles, seven triples, 21 home runs and 
117 RBI in his career. He was a freshman All-American in 
2008 by the NCBWA and a second team All-American in both 
2009 and 2010.

Holt is the last Seminole to hit .400 in a season, hitting .401 
over 237 at-bats in 63 games in 2009.

As a sophomore in 2009, Holt won the ABCA/Rawlings Gold 
Glove Award for his outstanding defense in center field.

Holt was the 10th round draft pick of the Indians in the 
2010 draft and made his major league debut on July 6, 2014 
for the Indians. A midseason trade in 2015 sent him to the 
Reds, where he played through the 2016 season.

Holt hit .228 with seven doubles and three home runs while 
appearing in 156 games in his career.

Holt earned his undergraduate degree in sport management 
in 2019, nine years after first leaving Florida State.

Returning for his 36th season as the senior member of the 
Florida State baseball staff, Chip Baker is one of the most 
popular figures in the Seminole program. Baker is in his 
18th year as Florida State’s Director of Baseball Operations, 
a multi-faceted position for the man who spent 18 years as 
a Seminole assistant coach.

Baker oversees all administrative aspects of Seminole 
baseball, including the budget, team travel, game 
operations, equipment, field/facility maintenance and 
scheduling. He also assists the efforts of the marketing 
and ticket offices and is the contact point for all 
communication between the program and the Bullpen Club, 
Seminole Boosters and the Alumni Association.

During his tenure with the Seminoles, Baker has 
participated in 35 NCAA postseason tournaments and 16 
College World Series appearances, including 11 in 18 years 
on the field. He was a member of the coaching staff for the 
1986 and 1999 teams that reached the CWS championship 
game. Baker’s duties as an assistant included coaching 
third base, tutoring FSU’s catchers, scouting opponents 
and directing the Seminoles’ defensive alignments.

A former assistant at Virginia Tech and Georgia Tech, Baker 
is known as one of college baseball’s premier catching 
instructors. During his tenure, Baker coached seven All-
American receivers, including Ed Fulton, Barry Blackwell, 
major-leaguer Marc Ronan, current Kansas City Royals 
coach Pedro Grifol, current FSU assistant coach Mike 
Martin Jr., Jeremy Salazar and Tony Richie.

Baker also served as the long-time director of the Mike 
Martin and Seminole Advanced Baseball Schools. Over 
130 former campers have gone on to wear the Garnet and 
Gold and several have advanced to the major leagues. 
Past camps have produced over 30 first round draft 
picks including Sean Gilmartin, John-Ford Griffin, Nick 
Stocks, Jonathan Johnson, J.D. Drew, Chipper Jones, Alex 
Rodriguez and brothers Justin and Melvin Upton. The Super 
Skills Academy is widely regarded as one of the nation’s 
top summer camps. Baker has also been on the staff of 
national and regional clinics and continues to work with 
local youth organizations putting together clinics.

The North Carolina native has written articles for Scholastic 
Coach and Collegiate Baseball magazines on the subjects 
of catching, third base coaching and bunting, and has 
published a Collegiate Level Strength & Speed book. In 
2001, Baker put together a record-selling catching video 
with Championship Videos entitled, ‘Expanding the Strike 
Zone.’ A popular speaker with no shortage of stories, Baker 
continues to address Seminole Booster clubs and civic 
organizations around the state.

A 1980 graduate of High Point University in North Carolina, 
Baker was part of four Carolina Conference championship 
teams, including the 1979 team that was the NAIA World 
Series runner-up.

After completing his bachelor’s degree in physical 
education, Baker earned a Master of Science degree in 
movement science at Virginia Tech, where he began his 
collegiate coaching career.

Baker is the proud father of Katie, a 2018 graduate 
of Florida State and a student manager with the FSU 
softball team during the team’s run to the 2018 National 
Championship.

In 2001, Baker and former head coach Mike Martin were 
presented with the university’s prestigious Westcott Award 
for their bravery in saving the lives of players and staff 
during the Seminoles’ road trip to Stanford. Leaving the San 
Francisco airport, the two coaches gained control of the 
team’s charter bus after the driver suffered a fatal heart 
attack, safely guiding the bus to the side of a busy highway.

A voter for the National College Baseball Hall of Fame, Baker 
was recognized in 2006 by the American Baseball Coaches 
Association ‘For a Quarter Century of Leadership & Devotion 
to Baseball.’

In April of 2014, Baker entered Florida State’s Circle of Gold, 
an honor acknowledging a worthy individual who, through 
their service and achievements, personify the university’s 
tradition of excellence. Baker also serves as a TV analyst 
for Florida State’s home broadcasts on the ACC Network 
Extra.

University President

John Thrasher, a Florida State University 
alumnus and former state legislator, is the 
university’s 15th president.
Thrasher assumed the presidency on Nov. 
10, 2014, after a successful career as a 
state legislator, businessman, lobbyist and 
lawyer. As president, Thrasher has focused 

his efforts on elevating FSU’s reputation as a preeminent research institution. 
He has presided over a $1 billion fundraising campaign, advanced the university’s 
academic and research mission, championed diversity and inclusion, and 
welcomed the best and brightest students in the university’s history.

Thrasher earned a bachelor’s degree in business from Florida State in 1965. After 
graduating, he joined the U.S. Army where he received the Army Commendation 
Medal in Germany and was awarded two Bronze Stars for his service in Vietnam. 
He was honorably discharged as a captain in 1970.

Thrasher then returned to his alma mater to earn a law degree with honors in 
1972.
After working in private law practice in Daytona Beach and Tallahassee for 
several years, Thrasher returned to Jacksonville to serve as general counsel of 
the Florida Medical Association, a position he held for 20 years. He also served 
as “of counsel” to the Jacksonville law firm of Smith, Hulsey & Busey from 1996 to 
2008. Thrasher was a partner of Southern Strategy Group, a Tallahassee-based 
governmental relations firm, from 2001 to 2009.

Thrasher’s political career began in 1986 when he was elected to the Clay County 
School Board where he served as vice chairman, then chairman. He then became 
a state representative in 1992, and he was re-elected without opposition in 1994, 
1996 and 1998.

Thrasher was unanimously elected as the speaker of the Florida House of 
Representatives in 1998. He was elected to the Florida Senate in 2009 and 
subsequently re-elected. He served as chairman for the Republican Party of 
Florida in 2010.

From 2001 to 2005, Thrasher was the first chair of Florida State University’s Board 
of Trustees. He was a key supporter of legislation that brought funding to the 
development of FSU’s College of Medicine, and a building at the college is named 
in his honor.

In 2016, he was inducted into the FSU College of Business Hall of Fame. He 
currently serves on the College Football Playoff Board of Managers.
Born in Columbia, S.C., Thrasher moved to Florida as a child and grew up in 
Jacksonville. He and his wife, Jean, have three children and eight grandchildren.

DAVID 
COBURN
Director of Athletics

David Coburn was named Interim Athletic 
Director in August of 2018. The interim title 
was removed in May of 2019 when Coburn 
became the 12th full time Athletics Director 
in FSU history. 

In his nine months as interim head of 
Athletics, Coburn applied his almost 40 years of legislative and university 
experience to address challenging budget issues and streamline, reorganize and 
implement new policies to help the department operate more efficiently and 
effectively.

“I am grateful to David Coburn for taking on this role permanently,” FSU President 
John Thrasher said. “For years I have relied on his experience, integrity and good 
judgment, and the progress we have made under his leadership is already evident. 
I know the future of our championship Athletics program is as bright as ever and 
in good hands.”

“I very much appreciate the confidence the president and the Board of Trustees 
have placed in me,” Coburn said. “Over these past months, their support has been 
invaluable. I also have gained tremendous appreciation for the wonderful people 
in Athletics and the Seminole Boosters. They all care deeply about our university 
and have been working together to move us forward.”

Prior to being named interim director of Athletics, Coburn served as chief of staff 
to President Eric Barron and then Thrasher.

Coburn brought a wealth of legislative and state budget experience to the 
university’s administration when President Eric Barron hired him in 2012.

He is a 34-year veteran of the Florida legislative process, most recently Staff 
Director of the Florida Senate Committee on Ways and Means prior to coming 
to FSU. He served as Chief of Staff of the House of Representatives under two 
different Speakers, as Chief of Staff of the Senate under Senate President Ken 
Pruitt, and as Director of Planning and Budgeting for Gov. Lawton Chiles from 
1992-94.

Coburn is a triple Florida State alumnus having earned a bachelor’s degree, a 
master’s degree in Urban and Regional Planning, and a Juris Doctorate from the 
FSU College of Law.

He and his wife, Dr. Mary Coburn, have two daughters and two grandchildren.

As a people, few have prevailed over more trying circumstances than the Seminole Indians of Florida.  Over the course of almost two centuries, Florida’s Seminoles 
endured three wars with the U.S. government, resisted numerous efforts to relocate them to federal reservations in the West, and ultimately made their home in one of 
the world’s most inhospitable environments, the Florida Everglades. That they have not only survived, but thrived — all the while maintaining their fierce independence and 
rich culture — is a tribute to their courage and perseverance.  This is their story.

Long before European explorers ever visited the area now known as Florida, native peoples had been living here for thousands of years. In fact, as many as 100,000 
members of four Indian nations — the Apalachee, the Tequesta, the Timucua and the Calusa — were 
living in highly organized settlements throughout the peninsula when the Spanish first arrived in 
1513.

The native peoples’ lack of resistance to smallpox, yellow fever and other “European” diseases, 
as well as later slaving raids from the English colonies of Georgia and South Carolina, eventually 
decimated their numbers. By the mid-18th century, the Indian nations of Florida had ceased to exist.

In their place, groups of Indians from a confederation of tribes collectively referred to as the Lower 
Creeks began moving into Florida from Alabama and Georgia. They had been pushed out of their 
former homes by the encroachment of white settlers, as well as by conflicts with other tribes. It was 
around this time that the name “Seminoles” first appeared; there are several possible explanations 
as to its origins.

When the first English speakers began arriving in Florida in 1763, they found many Creeks living as 
yat’siminoli, or “free people,” across the northern part of the Florida peninsula. (“Yat’siminoli” was 
a term used in the Mikisúkî, or Miccosukee, language, which still is spoken today.) The settlers 
may have simply ignored the Indians’ separate tribal affiliations and called them all Seminolies, or 
Seminoles.

Others believe that the Seminole name comes from the Spanish word cimarron, meaning “wild men” 
or “unconquered.” The Indians may have been given this name because they had escaped from 
slavery in the English-controlled colonies to the north.

With the end of the American Revolutionary War in 1784, English-speaking settlers began moving 
southward in ever greater numbers, buying or seizing land from the native inhabitants. By 1813, 
some of the Creek tribes in Alabama rose up against the white settlers and the Indian tribes that 
supported them. This conflict, known as the Creek War of 1813-14, proved disastrous to all of the 
tribes. U.S. troops led by Gen. Andrew Jackson crushed the uprising and forced a treaty on the Creeks that took more than 2 million acres of land from them. Several 
thousand Creek warriors and their families migrated south into Spanish Florida, where they and the Seminoles increased their resistance to white settlement.

In 1814, such conflicts escalated into the first of three Seminole wars. Over the next four years, Jackson illegally entered Spanish Florida numerous times to burn 
Seminole villages and kill resistance leaders.

With the end of the First Seminole War in 1818, many Indians moved further into Florida. By 1820, the year before Spanish Florida became a U.S. territory, there were at 
least 5,000 Seminoles, Creeks and Mikisúkî people living here. However, a series of federal treaties failed to protect their rights and, in 1835, war broke out again.

The Second Seminole War (1835-42) proved to be the longest, most costly, and the last of the U.S. wars of Indian removal fought east of the Mississippi River. It also 
would be the first guerilla-style war faced by U.S. troops. Led by the fierce warrior Osceola, the Seminoles were aided by runaway slaves, who received protection from 
their allies in return for a portion of the agricultural staples that they grew. These so-called “Black Seminoles” also had a reputation as fierce fighters, and were equally 
determined to preserve their freedom.

The fighting ended in a stalemate in 1842, and an uneasy peace lasted for 14 years. In 1856, however, Seminole leader Billy Bowlegs and his followers were provoked by 
U.S. soldiers. They retaliated, and the ensuing series of skirmishes became known as the Third Seminole War (1856-58).

When U.S. troops once more withdrew — again with no treaty or victory — the Seminole Wars finally ended. All told, more than 3,000 Seminoles had been forcibly removed 
from Florida to the Western territories of Arkansas and Oklahoma. As few as 300 remained in Florida, and they took refuge within the dense swamps of the Everglades. 
However, their place in history was assured as the only American Indian tribe never to have signed a peace treaty with the U.S. government.

From the 1920s onward, as the development boom exploded in South Florida, the Seminoles lost more and more of their hunting lands to tourists and settlers. They 
became agricultural workers in the vegetable fields of South Florida, and also ran tourist attractions, wearing their colorful patchwork clothing, producing souvenirs and 
wrestling alligators.

On Aug. 21, 1957, the Seminole Tribe of Florida was established through a majority vote of Florida’s Seminole Indians. This vote gave the Seminoles federal recognition 
as a self-governing tribe with a constitutional form of government. The Seminole Tribe of Florida now has almost 3,000 members living on five reservations across the 
peninsula at Hollywood, Big Cypress, Brighton, Immokalee and Tampa.

The Seminoles work hard to be economically independent. Tourism and gaming profits pay for infrastructure and schools on their reservations, while citrus groves, cattle 
agriculture, aircraft production, tobacco sales, land leases and aquaculture are other significant sources of revenue.

Having persevered through two centuries of adversity, the Seminole Indians of Florida have earned the right to call themselves “the unconquered people.” Their 
indomitable spirit is one that Florida State University proudly seeks to emulate in all of its endeavors.

THE SYMBOL: SEMINOLES
Florida State would play two games in 1947 before students 
demanded the school acquire a symbol. While details conflict, most 
believe the account of a poll of the student body is accurate. The 
Florida Flambeau reported that Seminoles had won by 110 votes 
over Statesmen. The rest of 
the top contenders (in order) 
were Rebels, Tarpons, Fighting 
Warriors and Crackers. 

In the 1950s, a pair of students 
dressed in Native American 
costumes and joined the 
cheerleaders on the field which 
eventually evolved into the 
majestic symbol of Osceola 
and Renegade that FSU now 
enjoys. Today, the Seminole Indian Tribe participates in many 
campus activities.

Florida State University is proud of its longstanding cooperative 
relationship with the Seminole Tribe of Florida. The Seminole 
people have suffered many hardships and injustices, but they 
have remained brave, dignified and proud. The Seminoles are 
unconquered. They symbolize what we hope will be the traits of all of 
our graduates, including our student-athletes.
