State program as a player in the late 1950’s. From

Leonard Hamilton, who was named the 2009 National
Coach of the Year by Basketball Times and the 2009
ACC Coach of the Year by the Atlantic Coast Sports
Media Association in 2009, is the 21st winningest
coach in ACC history. He guided the Seminoles to one
of the most successful seasons in school history with
a 25-10record, a No. 5 seed in the NCAA Tournament
and the first ACC Championship game appearance in
school history in 2009. Additionally, under Hamilton's
direction, the men’s basketball program has a 100
percent graduation rate and Florida State was one
of just seven schools that played in the 2009 NCAA
Tournament to hold this distinction. Hamilton’s coach-
[ ing has produced three of Florida State’s four All-ACC
First Team selections, including two in the last three
years. One of those pupils, Al Thornton, was the 14th
overall selection in the 2007 NBA Draft — just the sec-
ond Draft lottery pick in school history. In 2009, Toney
Douglas earned All-ACC First Team honors, was the
runner-up for ACC Player of the Year and was named
the ACC Defensive Player of the Year and was the first
round NBA Draft selection of the Los Angeles Lakers.
