Opened during the 1983 season, Mike Martin Field at Dick Howser
Stadium has welcomed more than four million fans to watch the
finest in college baseball action. Haggard Plaza greets fans at
the first base entrance, while the Griffin Family Clubhouse has
been FSU’s locker room since a 2004 renovation. The Mike Loynd
Tradition Room houses all of Florida State baseball’s notable
achievements since its first season in 1948.

The team areas at the stadium also include a weight room, a
training room, a coaches locker room and an alumni locker room
for former Seminoles to utilize when they return to Dick Howser
Stadium in their offseason. The equipment room is also located
within the stadium.

A timeline of notable renovations and moments include:

1948-53: FSU baseball played at Centennial Field in downtown
Tallahassee, the same location that FSU football played for its first |8
three seasons in 1947-49, "

1854: FSU’s first baseball game on the current site of Dick Howser Stadium is played.

1983: Seminole Field opens on March 1 for a game between LSU and Florida State
after a 51,000,000 renovation is completed.

1986: The iconic right field wall is erected, standing 30 feet tall at its peak.

1988: Originally named Seminole Field, the stadium is named in honor of Dick Howser,

FSU's first baseball All-American and first MLB Draft selection. He went on to be an

MLB All-Star and was the 1985 manager of the World Series-winning Kansas City Royals
before passing at the age of 51. He was Florida State’s head coach in 1973 between
stints managing the New York Yankees. An exhibition game between FSU and the Kansas
City Royals featured George Brett and Bo Jackson unveiling a bust of Howser that
currently stands in Haggard Plaza.

1994: Dick Howser Stadium welcomes its 1,000,000th guest.
2001: Dick Howser Stadium named the best college baseball field in the country.
2004: Dick Howser Stadium expands to current capacity of 6,700.

2004: Dick Howser Stadium welcomes its 2,000,000th guest.

2014: home attendance eclipses 5,000 per game when 5,019 fans on average see
Jameis Winston - the reigning foothall national champion and Heisman Trophy winner -
and the Seminoles play.

2015: Dick Howser Stadium welcomes its 4,000,000th guest.

2018: FSU introduced a new video board in left field, measuring over B0 feet high
and 1,981 total square feet. Nearly seven times larger than the previous board that had
stood since the 2004 renovation, it was the second-largest in college baseball when
installed.

2019: Weight room renovated and expanded and now covers over 1,800 square feet
of workout space and state-of-the-art equipment from Sorinex Exercise Equipment.

2020: Musco LED light system installed. The system includes an in-game
entertainment package that allows the lights to be used for introductions and home
runs.

RICHARD NcCULLOUGH

University President

Richard McCullough became the 16th president of Florida State University on Aug. 16, 2021, bringing more than 30 years of academic research
and leadership experience to the role as well as a commitment to innovation, entrepreneurship, and diversity, equity and inclusion.

Prior to joining FSU, McCullough had served as vice provost for research and professor of materials science and engineering at Harvard
University since 2012. In this role, he oversaw the development, review and implementation of strategies, planning, and policies related to
academic research. In addition, he led an office of Foundation and Corporate Engagement and assisted in the oversight of more than 25
interdisciplinary institutes, centers and initiatives across the university.

During his tenure, McCullough successfully built and launched the new Harvard Data Science Initiative, a collaboration between 12 of the
university’s schools and more than 120 faculty, which led to the creation of three new master’s programs and many new undergraduate courses.

McCullough developed and launched a new structural biology program and cryo-electron microscope facility that partners Harvard Medical School with three Boston-area hospitals.
He also led the development of a new $100 million, multi-institution collaboration to build the Advanced Biological Innovation and Manufacturing Center and Facility, which will be a
hub for medical research and education, as well as economic and workforce development.

Previously, McCullough spent 22 years at Carnegie Mellon University in Pittsburgh, where he began his academic career as an assistant professor of chemistry in 1990 and became
the Thomas Lord Professor of Chemistry in 2009. He was promoted to head of the chemistry department in 1998 and then served as dean of the Mellon College of Science from 2001
to 2007 before becoming the university’s vice president for research.

McCullough, who holds multiple patents and is the founder of two companies, has a rich background in entrepreneurship and innovation. At Carnegie Mellon, he developed a vibrant
innovation ecosystem, including the Greenlighting Start-ups Initiative that exponentially increased the generation of university spin-out companies and corporate engagement. In
2013, he was elected a fellow of the National Academy of Inventors.

A staunch champion of diversity, McCullough created a diverse pipeline of Black/African American, Laxtinx and other underrepresented minority academics from both his research lab
and as the founding creator of the Future Faculty Workshop: Diverse Leaders of Tomorrow, an annual workshop that helps diverse postdoctoral fellows and students obtain academic
jobs. Now in its 15th year, the workshop has facilitated placing more than 50 underrepresented minority professors in the United States.

McCullough is the author of numerous peer-reviewed articles and serves on the editorial boards of several academic journals, including Advanced Materials. He has been an
innovation, entrepreneurship, and technology transfer advisor to Oxford University, Princeton University and Washington University at St. Louis.

Afirst-generation college student from Mesquite, Texas, McCullough attended Eastfield Community College before earning a bachelor’s degree in chemistry from the University of
Texas at Dallas in 1982 and a doctoral degree in organic chemistry from Johns Hopkins University in 1988. McCullough also spent two years as a postdoctoral fellow at Columbia
University in New York.

He and his wife, Jai Vartikar, have two children, Jason and Dylan, daughter-in-law, Sarah Christian, and two granddaughters, Gladys and Archer.

MICHAEL ALFORD

Vice President & Director of Athletics

Michael Alford, who has a remarkably broad-based career with championship organizations including serving as CEO and President of Seminole
Boosters, Inc., was named Vice President and Director of Athletics at Florida State University on December 9, 2021.

During his 26 years in intercollegiate athletics and professional sports, Alford has held positions with the Dallas Cowboys, the University of
Alabama, the University of Oklahoma, the University of Southern California, the Cincinnati Bengals and was Associate Vice President and Director
of Athletics at Central Michigan University from 2017-2020.

Under Alford’s leadership since 2020, Seminole Boosters added over 2,000 new annual members, raised $15 million towards a new football
operations center bringing the total commitments to over $55 million, and conceived and launched concepts to dramatically improve the fan
experience at Doak Campbell Stadium.

Prior to his arrival at Florida State, Alford served as Assaciate Vice President and Director of Athletics at Central Michigan University from 2017-2020. He is credited with leading
Central Michigan during the most successful fundraising period in its athletics history. Notably, Alford hired eight coaches at Central Michigan, four of whom went on to win
conference coach of the year honors in their first two seasons. Alford also guided the renegotiation of CMU Athletics’ apparel contract which resulted in a 600 percent increase in
revenue, spearheaded an all-time high in Chippewa Athletic Fund memberships and oversaw the department’s all-time fundraising record in 2018-2019 that eclipsed the mark set in
2017-2018 by 50 percent. He also spearheaded the fundraising and project oversight for the Chippewa Champions Center which was completed in 2021.

From 2012 to 2017, Alford was the Senior Associate Athletic Director for Development and Administration at the University of Oklahoma where he oversaw the Sooner Club, the
principal fundraising arm of OU Athletics. The Sooner Club set annual giving records and increased membership to an all-time high under his leadership. He also played an integral
role in the $160 million capital campaign for the renovation of the Gaylord Family - Oklahoma Memorial Stadium and the university’s football facility. In addition, Alford oversaw the
men’s basketball program, which advanced to the NCAA Final Four in 2016, the men’s tennis program, which finished as runners up for the NCAA Championship three times as well as
the Sooner’s women’s tennis program.

Before joining Oklahoma, Alford was Senior Director of Corporate Partnerships and Sales for the Dallas Cowboys (2008-2012). With the Cowboys, he cultivated corporate relationships
that resulted in over S400 million in contractual revenue for the club. In his role, he managed all aspects of programming for Cowboys Stadium.

Prior to joining the Cowboys, Alford was the General Manager of Crimson Tide Sports Marketing at the University of Alabama (2004 to 2008). Crimson Tide Sports was responsible
for the management of the media rights for Alabama. He provided oversight for all aspects of sales and marketing, including corporate sponsorships, radio and television, sports
marketing, and the internet. He was also involved in contract design, negotiations and hiring of coaches, and the management and enhancement of ancillary revenue streams -
including licensed apparel, merchandising contracts and concessions.

Alford also worked at ABC Broadcasting in Los Angeles, where he provided oversight of sports sales for both the Anaheim Angels and Los Angeles Kings radio networks. Before ABC,
he was Assaciate Athletics Director at the University of Southern California, where he oversaw all aspects of marketing, corporate sales and media contract negotiations.

Alford’s first position in professional sports was Corporate Sales Executive with the Cincinnati Bengals. In this role, he was actively involved in all facets of the planning, construction
and corporate sponsorships for Paul Brown Stadium. In addition, he provided oversight for Ticket Marketing, Group Sales and Hospitality. His first position in Intercollegiate Athletics
was at the University of Cincinnati as Assistant Director of Marketing.

Alford played baseball at Mississippi State before transferring to UAB, where he earned a bachelor’s degree in Communication in 1993. He received a master’s in Athletics
Administration from the University of Arkansas in 1995,

Alford is married to Laura, a collegiate volleyball student-athlete at Hawaii and former Division I head volleyball coach. They have three daughters Audrey, Ashley and Anna Leigh.

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$ SEMINOLE TRIBE OF FLORIDA

As a people, few have prevailed over more trying circumstances than the Seminole Indians of Florida. Over the course of almost two centuries, Florida’s Seminoles endured
three wars with the U.S. government, resisted numerous efforts to relocate them to federal reservations in the West, and ultimately made their home in one of the world’s most
inhospitable environments, the Florida Everglades. That they have not only survived, but thrived — all the while maintaining their fierce independence and rich culture —is a tribute to

their courage and perseverance. This is their story.

Long before European explorers ever visited the area now known as Florida, native peoples had been living here for thousands of years. In fact, as many as 100,000 members of four

Indian nations — the Apalachee, the Tequesta, the Timucua and the Calusa — were living in highly organized
settlements throughout the peninsula when the Spanish first arrived in 1513.

The native peoples’ lack of resistance to smallpox, yellow fever and other “European” diseases, as well
as later slaving raids from the English colonies of Georgia and South Carolina, eventually decimated their
numbers. By the mid-18th century, the Indian nations of Florida had ceased to exist.

In their place, groups of Indians from a confederation of tribes collectively referred to as the Lower Creeks
began moving into Florida from Alabama and Georgia. They had been pushed out of their former homes by the
encroachment of white settlers, as well as by conflicts with other tribes. It was around this time that the
name “Seminoles” first appeared; there are several possible explanations as ta its origins.

When the first English speakers began arriving in Florida in 1763, they found many Creeks living as
yat'siminoli, or “free people,” across the northern part of the Florida peninsula. (“Yat'siminoli” was a term
used in the Mikisaki, or Miccosukee, language, which still is spoken today.) The settlers may have simply
ignored the Indians’ separate tribal affiliations and called them all Seminolies, or Seminoles.

Others believe that the Seminole name comes from the Spanish word cimarron, meaning “wild men” or
“unconquered.” The Indians may have been given this name because they had escaped from slavery in the

Florida State would play two games in 1947 before students demanded the
school acquire a symbol. While details conflict, most believe the account
of a poll of the student body is accurate. The Florida Flambeau reported
that Seminoles had won by 110 votes over Statesmen. The rest of the top
contenders (in order) were Rebels, Tarpons, Fighting Warriors and Crackers.

In the 1950s, a pair of students dressed in
Native American costumes and joined the
cheerleaders on the field which eventually
evolved into the majestic symbol of
Osceola and Renegade that FSU now
enjoys. Today, the Seminole Tribe of Florida
participates in many campus activities.

Florida State University is proud of its
longstanding cooperative relationship
with the Seminole Tribe. The Seminole \. ®
people have suffered many hardships and

injustices, but they have remained brave, dignified and proud. The Seminoles
are unconguered. They symbolize what we hope will be the traits of all of our

graduates, including our student-athletes.

English-controlled colonies to the north.

With the end of the American Revolutionary War in 1784, English-speaking settlers began moving southward in ever greater numbers, buying or seizing land from the native
inhabitants. By 1813, some of the Creek tribes in Alabama rose up against the white settlers and the Indian tribes that supported them. This conflict, known as the Creek War of
1813-14, proved disastrous to all of the tribes. U.S. troops led by Gen. Andrew Jackson crushed the uprising and forced a treaty on the Creeks that took more than 2 million acres
of land from them. Several thousand Creek warriors and their families migrated south into Spanish Florida, where they and the Seminoles increased their resistance to white
settlement.

In 1814, such conflicts escalated into the first of three Seminole wars. Over the next four years, Jackson illegally entered Spanish Florida numerous times to burn Seminole villages
and kill resistance leaders.

With the end of the First Seminole War in 1818, many Indians moved further into Florida. By 1820, the year before Spanish Florida became a U.S. territory, there were at least 5,000
Seminoles, Creeks and Mikisuki people living here. However, a series of federal treaties failed to protect their rights and, in 1835, war broke out again.

The Second Seminole War (1835-42) proved to be the longest, most costly, and the last of the U.S. wars of Indian removal fought east of the Mississippi River. It also would be the
first guerilla-style war faced by U.S. troops. Led by the fierce warrior Osceola, the Seminoles were aided by runaway slaves, who received protection from their allies in return for a
portion of the agricultural staples that they grew. These so-called “Black Seminoles” also had a reputation as fierce fighters, and were equally determined to preserve their freedom.

The fighting ended in a stalemate in 1842, and an uneasy peace lasted for 14 years. In 1856, however, Seminole leader Billy Bowlegs and his followers were provoked by U.S. soldiers.
They retaliated, and the ensuing series of skirmishes became known as the Third Seminole War (1856-58).

When U.S. troops once more withdrew — again with no treaty or victory — the Seminale Wars finally ended. All told, more than 3,000 Seminoles had been forcibly removed from Florida
to the Western territories of Arkansas and Oklahoma. As few as 300 remained in Florida, and they took refuge within the dense swamps of the Everglades. However, their place in
history was assured as the only American Indian tribe never to have signed a peace treaty with the U.S. government.

From the 1920s onward, as the development boom exploded in South Florida, the Seminoles lost more and more of their hunting lands to tourists and settlers. They became
agricultural workers in the vegetable fields of South Florida, and also ran tourist attractions, wearing their colorful patchwork clothing, producing souvenirs and wrestling alligators.

0On Aug. 21, 1957, the Seminole Tribe of Florida was established through a majority vote of Florida’s Seminole Indians. This vote gave the Seminoles federal recognition as a self-
governing tribe with a constitutional form of government. The Seminole Tribe of Florida now has almost 3,000 members living on five reservations across the peninsula at Hollywood,
Big Cypress, Brighton, Immokalee and Tampa.

The Seminoles work hard to be economically independent. Tourism and gaming profits pay for infrastructure and schools on their reservations, while citrus groves, cattle agriculture,
aircraft production, tobacco sales, land leases and aquaculture are other significant sources of revenue.

Having persevered through two centuries of adversity, the Seminole Indians of Florida have earned the right to call themselves “the unconquered people.” Their indomitable spirit is
one that Florida State University proudly seeks to emulate in all of its endeavors.
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
