CREDENTIAL REQUESTS
All credential requests should be emailed to Charlie Healy (chealy2@fsu.edu) at least 24 hours prior to the
game. It is not guaranteed that all credential requests will be filled. All credentials will be left at the first base
will call on game day in 2026. The press box, media will call and media access to Dick Howser Stadium will open
60 minutes prior to first pitch, and the press box will close 80 minutes following the conclusion of the game.

PARKING
There is no designated media parking for Florida State baseball games. Parking is available in the university
lots around Dick Howser Stadium on a first-come, first-serve basis. All media are encouraged to arrive as early
as possible to avoid parking problems. Legally parked cars will not be ticketed on game days, beginning three
hours prior to first pitch.

PHOTOGRAPHERS
In accordance with NCAA rules and regulations, all photographers and videographers are required to shoot
from within the designated areas inside the playing field area. Only credential-holding photographers and
videographers will be admitted to shoot in those designated areas. These areas are marked just inside the
gates adjacent to the home and visitors’ dugouts. Photographers and videographers are asked not to obstruct
the view of fans.

PLAYERS AND COACHES INTERVIEWS
All player and coach interviews must be arranged through Charlie Healy in the Public Relations office at
850-644-4836 (office) or 847-641-0602 (cell) or via email at chealy2@fsu.edu. Florida State head coach Link
Jarrett will conduct a weekly media availability on Thursdays. Coaches and players will be made available to the
media at other times upon request.

On game days, Jarrett and requested players will be made available at the conclusion of each game, following
a brief cooling off period. Postgame interviews will take place in the FSU weight room. All media interviews
with players and coaches must be conducted at these times, unless previously arranged through the Public
Relations office. Player contact information will not be shared and interviews outside the established
parameters are prohibited. Players are not to be contacted through the use of social media.

THE LEE BOWEN RADIO BOOTH
For 15 years, Lee Bowen served as the voice of the Florida State Seminoles. From
Marshall McDougall's record-setting six home run game at Maryland to numerous NCAA
postseason appearances, Lee Bowen was Seminole baseball.

Bowen called the action for more than 1,000 Florida State baseball games over his 15-
year career, including 26 from the College World Series. He was behind the microphone
for more than 100 Seminole NCAA postseason games.

He was a one-man show on the road, calling the action from as far as away as Hawaii and
California. At home, Bowen teamed with longtime partner Jim Croshy as the many fans
sitting at Dick Howser Stadium would listen in as they watched the ballgames. Bowen
traveled with the team to the College World Series in Omaha eight times, including the
1999 CWS in which Florida State defeated Stanford in extra innings to advance to the
national championship game.

QOver his last five years, Bowen was joined in the radio booth by his wife Adrienne. The
two were married on June 27,1999 and Adrienne would often accompany her hushand on
Seminole baseball road trips.

Bowen, who was instrumental in getting all Florida State baseball games on the radio,
also served as the broadcast coordinator for foothall and men’s basketball on FSU’s
radio network. He began his career as a statistician on the network after he came to
Tallahassee from the Burlington Indians of the Appalachian League, where he called
play-by-play for the rookie league team.

SEMINOLE PRODUCTIONS
Founded in 1887, Seminole Productions was established as the premier video production
source at Florida State University. From the beginning Seminole Productions was
established as a professional video production company with a focus on providing
opportunities for students to learn from industry professionals while receiving training
and hands on experience opportunities. Seminole Productions has been recognized as an
industry leader in its college sports programming. It was one of the first programs of its
kind and has inspired universities throughout with its forward thinking and innovation.
Nowhere else in the nation could you find a place where students could earn college credit
while working on professional televised sports productions.

For several decades, Seminole Productions has been the symbol of excellence and quality
programming. It led the way with many firsts in its programming offerings and offered a
platform and resource for fans to learn about their student athletes and program history.
Seminole Productions has produced several award-winning television shows including
Seminole Sports Magazine, Seminole Uprising, Bobby Bowden Show, and the list goes on.

In addition, Seminole Productions has collected numerous national awards for individual
features produced by students. Founding members of Seminole Productions have been
honored within the sports video production industry including the Sports Venue Group Hall
of Fame. For most of its existence, Seminole Productions has produced television shows,
sports venue presentations, special events, and provided recruiting and team video needs.

In August of 2018, The ACC Network was launched by ESPN, the Atlantic Coach Conference,
and the 15-member schools within the ACC. The ACC Network is a 2d-hour sports network
dedicated to broadcasting ACC sports and telling stories of the current student athletes,
coaches, and showcasing the history of these programs. The model of the ACC Network is
to broadcast live televised sporting events from campus control rooms. In preparation of
the network, Seminole Productions expanded its footprint and completed a five-contraol
room state of the art buildout capable of broadcasting multiple major televised events.
This included investing in professional staff and all necessary professional equipment and
fiber optic infrastructure.

Seminole Productions was the first ACC school to produce linear programming on ESPN.
Starting in 2015, Seminole Productions began producing programming from its control
rooms four years ahead of the ACC Network. Seminole Productions broadcasts are featured
on linear cable channels including the ACC Network, ESPN, ESPN 2, ESPNU, and SEC Network.
On average, Seminale Productions will produce 35 linear broadcasts per year. In addition to
linear productions Seminole Productions produces 85 digital or streamed live broadcasts
featured on ACC Network Extra or ESPN+. Seminole Productions produces both linear and
digital programming for sports including football, women's soccer, women's volleyball,
men's basketball, women'’s basketball, men’s tennis, women’s tennis, softball, and baseball.

Seminole Productions provides the in-venue game day presentations at Doak Campbell
Stadium, Tully Gym, Seminole Soccer Complex, Donald T. Tucker Center, Seminole Softhall
Complex, and Dick Howser Stadium. We refer to these productions as Sports Venue
Entertainment or SVE. These venue productions include producing and integrating all
video and audio featured on the large LED video and ribbon displays at these venues.
Professionals and students collaborate with sponsorship teams and external business
partners to create exciting, unique, informative, and entertaining game day experiences.
The game day experience starts several days, weeks, and even months ahead as staff
and students start with an idea and from there, use their creativity and skills to create
impactful content through professional video shoots and video editing.

Opened during the 1983 season, Mike Martin Field at Dick Howser Stadium has
welcomed more than five million fans to watch the finest in college baseball action.
Haggard Plaza greets fans at the first base entrance, while the Griffin Family
Clubhouse has been FSU's locker room since a 2004 renovation. The Mike Loynd
Legacy Room houses all of Florida State baseball’s notable achievements since its
first season in 1948, and also has been recently renovated.

The team areas at the stadium also include a weight room, training room, coaches
locker room and an alumni locker room for former Seminoles to utilize when they
return to Dick Howser Stadium in their offseason. The equipment room is also located
within the stadium.

Dick Howser Stadium has been a prominent location for postseason baseball, hosting
NCAA Regionals 37 times, in 1976, 1979, 1980, 1983-1988, 1991-1995, 1997-2005,
2007-2009, 2011-2018, and most recently, 2024-25.

Since the introduction of the NCAA Super Regionals in 1999, Dick Howser Stadium has
served as host 12 times, in 1898, 2000, 2002, 2003, 2008-2013, 2017, and 2024.
