FLORIDA STATE IN THE ALL-TIME CULLEGE FU[]TBALL PLAY[]FF RANKINGS (2014- PRESENT]

The College Football Playoff began in 2014 and was created to select the four best
teams to play for the CFP National Championship. A selection committee ranks teams
based on conference championships won, strength of schedule, head-to-head results,
comparison of results against common opponents and other factors. The final four
teams play in two semifinal games rotating annually among the Cotton Bowl, Fiesta
Bowl, Orange Bowl, Peach Bowl, Rose Bowl and Sugar Bowl with the National
Championship rotating to a different city each year and always playing on Monday
night.

He
earned the highest winning percentage in ACC
history (.783) and his 78 wins in his first seven
years were the most by a Power Five coach through their first seven
seasons in modern history. Fisher guided the Seminoles to three consecutive
ACC championships from 2012-2014, winning a school- and ACC-record
29 straight games in the process. In his fourth year as head coach in
2013, Fisher planted the Seminoles back at the top of the college football
world, leading Florida State to a 14-0 record en route to the final national
championship of the BCS era. Fisher followed up the historic campaign

-- which included an NCAA record 723 points and the nation’s No. 1
scoring defense (12.1) -- by leading Florida State to the first-ever College
Football Playoff Semifinals at the Rose Bowl and capturing the Noles’ third
consecutive Atlantic Coast Conference championship in 2014.
