The final four
teams play in two semifinal games rotating annually among the Cotton Bowl, Fiesta
Bowl, Orange Bowl, Peach Bowl, Rose Bowl and Sugar Bowl with the National
Championship rotating to a different city each year and always playing on Monday
night. The CFP rankings also selects the teams that play in the four remaining “New
Year’s Six” bowls that are not selected for the semifinals that year. Florida State played
Oregon in the first-ever College Football Playoff Semifinal on Jan. 1, 2015 at the Rose
Bowl. The Seminoles have appeared in two additional "New Year's Six" bowl games,
facing Houston in the 2015 Chick-fil-A Peach Bowl and defeating Michigan in the 2016
