THE COACHES--Florida State is guided for the second year by Joe Williams (SMU '56).
his first season, Williams guided the Tribe to a 19-10 record and second place

finish in the Metro Conference post-season tournament and regular season standings.
Williams began this season with a 15-year career mark of 253-158, a winning per-
centage of .616. His overall career log now stands at 262-160. Prior to taking
the FSU slot, Williams coached at Jacksonville and Furman. At Jacksonville in
1969-70, he took the Dolphins to the NCAA playoffs where they finished second to
UCLA.

The South Carolina-Aiken cage program is under the guidance of Larry Wall. This

is the first season Wall has been in charge of the Aiken program. He was previously
head of the basketball program at North Greenville Junicr College where his teams
recorded a record of 145-65 in eight vears.

COACHING CONNECTION--Why is South Carolina-Aiken playing FSU? The answer to that probably
lies in the fact that Seminole mentor Joe Williams and Aiken pilot Larry Wall got to
know each other when Williams was head coach at Furman in Greenville, S.C. Wall, at
the time, was head coach at North Greenville Junior College, which was located just
10 miles from Furman.

CAN SEMINOLES BOUNCE BACK?--FSU will be trying tonight to bounce back from a disappointing
80-79 Metro Conference loss to Tulane last Saturday. It was only the second defeat
of the season for the Tribe, which lost in its second game of the year to Jacksonville,
77-76.
