THE SEASONS: Florida State is 4-8 and has lost its last three starts. Two
of those latest defeats were Metro Conference contests. Last Saturday, the Tribe
was beaten by Louisville and Memphis State. FSU has not won since it beat UNC-
Charlotte, 76-73, in the first round of the Dayton Invitational on December 29.

Florida has lost six straight and has not won since it beat the Seminoles,
81-65, at Jacksonville on December 12. Since that game, the Gators have lost to
Ohio State, LSU, Georgia and Auburn plus two games in the Cabrillo Classic at
San Diego.

THE LAST TIME: When Florida won 81-65 at Jacksonville on December 12, the
Gators were paced by guard Rob Harden, who scored 24. Guard Tony William scored
22 for FSU. Also in twin figures for the Tribe was forward Michael Johnson, who
scored 14. Joining Harden in double figures for the Gators were Ron Williams (18),
Eugene McDowell (12) and Rod Williams (10). McDowell also pulled down eight re-
bounds to lead the CGators to a 40-34 advantage in that category. Neither team
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had a spectacular shooting night with FSU hitting just 43 percent (30 of 70) and
Florida 48 percent (27 of 56). The difference came at the free throw strip where
Florida converted 27 of 33 attempts compared to FSU's five of nine. Both teams
were plagued by turnovers——Florida won despite 29 while FSU had 21.

TRIBE'S NEW FACE: TFlorida State will have an important '"new' face in the
lineup when it takes the floor against the Gators. When the teams squared off
in Jacksonville, FSU was without the services of guard Mitchell Wiggins, who
did not become eligible until December 19. Wiggins has now played in six games
for the Tribe and is the leading scorer with a 28.0 average. He also leads the
club in rebounding with 10.7 per game. '

SCORING MATCHUP: Tonight's game provides an interesting individual matchup.
Seminole guard Mitchell Wiggins leads the Metro Conference in scoring with a 28.0
scoring average and the Gators' Ronnie Williams leads the Southeastern Conference
with his 21.4 average. Both players have scored in double figures every game
this season.

WHAT'S NEXT: FSU returns to the road later this week playing Metro Conference
games at St. Louis Thursday and Virginia Tech Saturday. Next home game for the
Tribe is January 23, against St. Louis at 1:30 p.m. Florida will entertain
Tennessee Wednesday.
