‘USM COACH HILL DENSON: '"You just can't let a team of Florida State's calibre get that
far ahead. It allows them to ‘do so much with- their running game, te put so much pressure
on your defense.

"We were hoping that Rapp (Pat) would be able to come back and throw a strong
game for us tonight.
