Florida State 9, Duke 3

TALLAHASSEE -- Florida State completed a three-game sweep of Duke
with a 9-3 win over the Blue Devils Sunday in collegiate baseball
action at Dick Howser Stadium before a crowd of 3,070.

FSU’s Chris Roberts, 1-0, pitched a four-hitter over seven innings
to pick up the win for the Seminoles. The sophomore stuck out four and
did not allow an earned run before giving way to Bryan Harris, who
pitched the final two innings for FSU.

Duke took a 1-0 lead in the first on an error by FSU third baseman
Nandy Serrano. The Seminoles answered in the second with an unearned
run of their own when Pedro Grifol reached on a two-base error then
came around to score on a pair of passed balls.

Florida State, 3-0, took the lead in the fifth with a pair of runs
off Duke starter Mike Kotarski, 0-1. Consecutive singles by Link
Jarrett, Allen Bevis and Nandy Serrano lcaded the bases. Eduardo Perez
drew a walk, scoring Jarrett, and after an out, Chris Brock lifted a
fly ball to centerfield to score Bevis.

FSU broke the game open in the fifth with a four-run outburst.

The big blow in the inning was Kenny Felder’s two-run single.

Felder led Florida State with a pair of hits in four at bats and
three RBI. Serrano and Bevis each had three hits and scored twice as
every FSU starter except one collected at least one hit.

Three players collected six of Duke’s eight hits on the day.
Quinton McCracken, Ryan Jackson and David Norman each had two hits to
lead the Blue Devils, 0-3.

Florida State plays host to top-ranked Arizona State next weekend
in a three-game set at Howser Stadium beginning Friday at 3:30 p.m.
