TALIAHASSEE —-- Florida State broke a 2-2 tie by scoring six runs
in the fifth inning and went on to defeat the Florida Gators 8-3 before
a crowd of 5,450 at Dick Howser Stadium Saturday night.

FSU’s Eduardo Perez blasted a 3-1 fastball from UF reliever Rob
Bonnano over the centerfield wall with a pair of runners on to break
the tie and give the Seminoles a 5-2 lead in the fifth. Florida State
then took advantage of Bonnano’s wildness and a pair of fielding errors
by the Gators to score three more runs in the inning.

Florida State pitcher Tim Davis improved his record on the year to
2-0 as he picked up the win in relief of Seminole starter Ricky
Kimball. Davis, who entered in the top of the fifth with two runners
on and no outs, worked out of the jam by getting Brian Purvis to hit
into a double play and striking out Gator clean-up hitter Herbert
Perry. He allowed only two hits and two baserunners the rest of the
way.

Florida State took advantage of a pair of walks in the first
inning to score two runs and take a 2-0 lead. Chris Roberts’ two-out
double scored Nandy Serrano and Perez, who had walked.

The Gators responded off Kimball with back-to-back solc home runs
by Purvis and Perry in the third to tie the game at two.

FSU’s Allen Bevis tripled off UF starter Doug Brennan, 2-3, to
open the fifth. After Serranc walked, Bonnano relieved Brennan and saw
Perez hit his fifth home run of the year to the deepest part of the
ballpark, depositing the ball over 400 feet from home plate.

Second-ranked Florida State improved to 16-3 in winning its sixth
straight game, and 17th straight in Dick Howser Stadium over the past
two years. Florida dropped to 11-8 with the loss. The teams conclude
the two-game series Sunday with a 2 p.m. game.
