Florida State 8, Southern Miss 4

TALLAHASSEE -- Florida State scored seven runs in the bottom of
the third inning and FSU reliever Tim Davis struck out eight over the
final four innings as the Seminoles took an 8-4 victory over Metro
Conference rival Southern Miss Friday night before 2,073 at Dick Howser
Stadium.

The victory was FSU’s 1l6th straight to give the Tribe its longest
winning streak since the 1980 season and 1lift its record to 26-3 on the
season, 1-0 in the Metro Conference. Southern Miss fell to 13-10, 2-2.

Trailing 1-0 after Southern Miss scored on two singles and a walk
in the third, FSU responded with seven runs in its half of the inning.
Link Jarrett collected two hits in the inning, including a bases-loaded
single that brought in two. Florida State sent 12 men to the plate
and was helped by a pair of errors by Southern Miss.

USM starter David Christenberry, 3-3, took the loss despite giving
up only three earned runs in the game. He allowed six hits over 6.1
frames, but gave up five of the hits in that third inning. '

Davis, 3-0, relieved Seminocle starter Roger Bailey in the fifth
with two outs and two on base. He got USM shortstop Brent Covington to
hit a bouncer back to the mound to retire the side, then struck out
eight over the final four frames to stop the Golden Eagles.

Doug Benefiel went 4-for-4 to lead USM’s 11-hit attack while Chad
Hebert and Todd Nace collected two hits apiece. Andy Woodard’s two-run

- double in the fifth scored a pair of runs and chased Bailey.

Jarrett and Pedro Grifol each went 2-for-4 to pace the Seminole
attack.

The two teams continue the three—-game series Saturday at 7 p.m.
