Florida State 11, Virginia Tech 1

TALLAHASSEE —~- Eduardo Perez drove in four runs with a pair of
hits and Allen Bevis slammed a two-run homer to lead Florida State to
an 11-1 victory over Virginia Tech in Metro Conference college baseball
action Wednesday evening.

The victory gave FSU a three-game sweep of Virginia Tech and
improved the Seminoles’ record to 46-11 overall, 13-4 in the Metro
Conference. Virginia Tech dropped to 24-25, 9-8.

Florida State pitcher Jimmy Lewis threw a five-hitter over eight
innings to pick up his ninth victory of the season. He allowed one run
while striking out seven. Virginia Tech starter Les Jennette (2-4)
took the loss.

FSU knocked Jennette out of the game in the second. With two
outs, Link Jarrett walked and Bevis homered over the left field wall to
give the Seminoles a 2—-0 lead. The Seminoles scored three more runs in
the innings, Perez’ double bringing in a pair.

Perez added a two-run single in the third as Florida State upped
its lead to 7-0. Garrett Blanton went 3-for-3 and scored three runs
while Chris Roberts also had three hits in FSU’s 14-hit attack.

Jay Honse led the Hokies with two of Virginia Tech’s five hits on
the night.

Florida State, which leads the Metro Conference race heading into
the final week of regular season play, now takes to the road for 11
days with a three-game set in Cincinnati this weekend before traveling
to Salem, Va. for the Metro Conference Tournament, May 15-19.
