TALLAHASSEE -~ FSU pitchers Roger Bailey and Tim Davis
combined to throw Florida State's second consecutive shutout as the
Seminoles scored a 4-0 Atlantic Coast Conference victory over North
Ccarolina State Friday at Dick Howser Stadium.

A crowd of 1,681l saw Florida State up its record to 23-4 on
the year, 5-2 in the ACC. FSU won for the 13th time in their last
14 games. North Carolina State fell to 21-5 overall, 3-4 in leagque
play.

Bailey, who almost left the game after taking a ball off the
shin in the first inning, went six innings to pick up his seventh
win of the year. He allowed five hits and struck out four in
raising his record to 7-0. Davis faced only nine batters over the
final three innings to earn his fifth save.

Florida State scored three runs in the fifth off NCSU starter
and loser Terry Harvey, 1l-1. After a walk to leadoff hitter John
Cook and a double by Bob Armstrong put runners on second and third
with no out, Link Jarrett's sacrifice fly scored Cook with FSU's
first run. Two batters later, Chris Roberts singled to drive in
Armstrong. Ty Mueller picked up an RBI with a perfectly placed
bunt for FSU's third run.

Roberts drove in his second run of the day with his eighth
home run of the year, a solo shot in the seventh inning. Chris

Brock alsco had two hits for the Seminoles while Rob Winkler led the

Wolfpack with two of their five hits.
FSU and N.C. State continue their three-game series Saturday
at 7 p.m. at Dick Howser Stadium.
