The Seminoles (31-14, 11-7 ACC) broke a four-game losing streak and tookover
second place from Wake Forest in the ACC as a result of the win. ,

Randy Hodges led the FSU offense as he had three hits, scored two runs and
drove in two more. Tony Liebsack and Colby Weaver also had three hits for the
Seminoles, and both of them teamed up in the second to get FSU rolling.

With two outs and nobody on, Kevin McCray struck out, but reached first base
on a passed ball by catcher Ross Restuccio. That's when Liebsack and Weaver connected
for back-to-back singles. Weaver's plated McCray to give FSU a 2-1 lead and then
Hodges followed with a double to score Liebsack. :

The Seminoles got anmother run in the seventh to make it 4-1 and after the
Deacons closed to 4-2 in the eighth, Florida State broke the game open.

Three straight singles by Liebsack, Weaver and Hodges got the inring started
and each of them eventually scored. The key blow was a pinch-hit three-run double by
Justin Rigney off reliever Jason Robbins. Mike Buddie started for Wake Forest and
struck out a career-high 13 during his eight innings, but still wound up taking the.
loss after winning six straight.

The five run explosion was more than enough for Roberts {6-2), who allowed
only eight singles and a meaningless home run to David Hedgecoe in the bottom of the
ninth. Chris Kowilcik led the Deacons with four hits vhile Hedgecoe added two.

Wake Forest fell to 25-14 overall and 9-7 in the ACC.
