TALLAHASSEE —-- Freshman Jonathan Johnson hurled his
first complete-game shutout, striking out a career and FSU
season-high 14 to lead sixth-ranked Florida State {19~3) to
a 6-0 win over Northern Iowa (4-8) Friday night before 1,049
at Dick Howser Stadium.

Johnson, from Ocala Forest High School, scattered four
hits and walked just two in improving to 3-0. He struck
out the last five hitters he faced, and fanned the side in
the first and ninth innings.

Johnson lowered his ERA to 1.27, and now has 44
strikeouts in 33 innings. Florida State pitchers have
allowed just one run in the last three games, and have
struck out 65 and walked just eight in a six-game winning
streak.

The Seminoles had ten hits and made the most of six
Panther errors. Grady Jordan went 2-for-2 and swiped three
bases, and Link Jarrett added two hits.

Jarrett singled to lead off the third, and scored the
first run of the game on a two-out single by Mike Schmitz.
FSU added three in the fourth with the aid of two Northern
Iowa errors.

Jordan led off the fourth and was hit by a Mike Irvin
(1-2) pitch, stole second and third, and came home when UNI
catcher Grady Murphy’s pick off attempt hit him in the back
and went into left field. One out later, Chad Sheffer
walked, stole second, and took third on an infield hit by
Randy Hodges. Sheffer, who also had three stolen bases,
scored on a sacrifice fly by Jarrett.

Hodges scored when Panther centerfielder Marc
Pasqualini misplayed a fly ball by Doug Mientkiewicz for a
three-base error.

Johnson cruised along, not allowing a Northern Iowa
runner to reach third base. He struck out the Panthers 2-5
hitters in the lineup three times each.

FSU catcher Mike Martin had a first inning single to
extend his current hitting streak to ten games.

Florida State and Northern Iowa will continue the three
game series Saturday night at ¥ p.m. Freshman Steven Morgan
will make his first start for the Seminoles.
