TALLAHASSEE -~ Sixth-ranked Florida State won for the
seventh consecutive time Saturday night, downing Northern
Iowa 7-4 before 1,304 at Dick Howser Stadium.

FSU improved to 20-3 while UNI dropped to 4-9. The two
team will complete the three-game set Sunday at 1 p.m.

Freshman Steven Morgan (1-0), making his first start on
the mound, picked up the win for Florida State. The
southpaw worked gix strong innings, scattering six hits and
striking ocut eight while allowing just one run. Jeff Tanm
and John Nedeau pitched scoreless innings for FSU in the
seventh and eighth, but the Panthers plated three unearned
runs in the ninth off of Phil Olson.

_ Florida State took a 1-0 lead in the third inning when
Chad Sheffer reached on an error, stole second, and scored
two outs later on a double by fellow freshman Doug
Mientkiewicz.

The Seminoles went ahead 4-0 in the fourth, slapping
UNI starter and loser Bryan Duncan (1-1) for four hits.

T.R. Marcinczyk, Grady Jordan and Link Jarrett had run-
scoring hits.

Four Seminole freshmen accounted for three more runs in
the eighth as FSU built a 7-1 advantage. Mickey Lopez
walked and scored on a double by Sheffer. Clint Hendry’s
two-base hit drove in Sheffer, and Derek Reams singled in
Hendry.

Mike Martin and Mike Schmitz had two hits each and
Sheffer scored three times for the Seminoles. Martin now
carries an ll-game hitting streak.
