TALLAHASSEE, FL —-- Catcher Jeremy Salazar scored the
game-winning run on pitcher Joe Cali’s wild pitch in the
bottom of the tenth inning as No. 3 Florida State (40-9)
survived a 9-8 scare by Florida Atlantic (32-18) in the
Seminoles first extra-inning game of the season.

Salazar led off the tenth with a double to right field
and advanced to third base of Steve Nedeau’s sacrafice bunt.
Shortstop Brooks Badeaux was at the plate with one out when
Salazar scored on Cali’s wild pitch.

Florida Atlantic was leading 8~6 as the Seminoles came
up to bat in the ninth inning, but the Tribe rallied as
Scooby Morgan doubled to right field with one out, advancing
Jeremy Morris to third base. Morris scored on Geoff
Sprague’s ground ball to second base and Bryan Senior came
in to pinch run for Morgan. Senior tied the game on a
passed ball by FAU catcher Matt Freeman.

Florida State closer Chuck Howell (8-2) got his first
win in relief as he struck out four in 2.0 innings and
retired three straight batters in the 10th inning. FAU’s
Joe Cali (4-4) blew his second save of the season and got
the loss as he gave up three runs on two hits, one walk and
one wild pitch.

Reliever Zach Diaz gave up a three-run homer to
shortstop Nick Presto in the sixth to conclude a six~-run
inning by the Blue Wave. FAU’s six runs were all unearned
due to errors by Sprague and third baseman Adam Faurot.

Sprague hit his first home run of the season to knot
the score at one run in the second inning.
