TALLAHASSEE, FL--Florida State improved on its perfect
record in softball with a 3-0 victory over cross-town rival
Florida A&M Monday. With the win FSU goes to 9-0, while
FAMU falls to 5-3.

Freshman pitcher Kristy Fuentes struck out 12 in upping
her record to 3-0 with a five-hit shutout. In control most
of the way, Fuentes found her self in a jam in the fourth.
The Rattlerettes opened the inning with a pair of singles
before Fuentes settled down to strike out the next three
batters. From the fourth frame on the true-freshman fanned
eight of the remaining 14 batters she faced.

Psauntia Andrews looked sharp for FAMU, limiting the
Seminoles to four hits. Myssi Calkins sparked the FSU
attack, scoring two of the Florida State runs. The fleet
footed Calkins forced Andrews to committ a pair of errors as
she reached base on three-of-four plate appearances and
swiped two bases.

The Seminoles scored in each of the first two innings.
In the first, Calkins reached base on an error and scored
the game’s first run on a Lisa Davidson double. With one
out in the second Laurie Shepard stroked a single to left.
After a walk to Fuentes, both runners moved up on an Andrews
wildpitch. With two-outs Andrews was unable to cleanly
field a Calkins grounder to the third base side of the mound
allowing Shepard to score.

Florida State added an insurance run in the fifth when
Ccalkins led off with a single, stole second and third, and
scored on a Jen Olow sacrifice fly.
