LADY SEMINOLES GO 1-1 AT NSCA LEADOFF CLASSIC

COLUMBUS, GA -- The Florida State sofiball team (13-6) finished the sccond day of
competition at the 1996 NSCA Leadoff Classic going 1-1, In the first game of the day,
the No. 13 Lady Seminoles faced I.ong Beach State and lost 2-1. Misty Molin scored
Florida State's only ron. Shama Wilson and Jesse McGregor each went 1-for-2 to start
the day.

In the evening game, the Lady Seminoles faced Oregon winmng 1-0. The game
went scoreless, and FSU was without a hit until the bottom of the sixth when Myssi
Calkins and Wilson had back-to-back hits which started a rally and eventually led to
McGregor knocking in Wilson for the winning run. Oregon tried to rally with a hit at the
top of the seventh but second baseman Windy Weltz ended the game on a double play to
first base. McGregor and Catkins each went 1-for-2 again. Renee Espinoza pitched the
win taking her record to 9-1 on the year.

Yesterday, the 13th ranked Lady Seminoles faced No. 4 Washington and lost 3-1.
Freshmen Tami Post and Jesse McGregor each had hits in the game, going 1-for-2 and 1-
for-3 respectively.

Senior Shama Wilson became FSU's ali-time {eader in runs, scoring FSU's lone run
in the game. Wilson captures the title with a total of 71 runs, Wilson already owns the
FSU records for stolen bases and triples.

In the second game of the day, Florida State met Massachusetts and won 4-1.
Freshmen Dana Bailey and Jesse McGregor each went 2-for-3 in that game.

Florida State will play No. 8 Cal-State Northridge tomorrow at noon.
